Charlie is a city dog. For the almost 5 years I've had him, we have lived in urban
neighborhoods with networks of sidewalks laid out in rough blocks. In fact, we've
gotten to the point in our past neighborhoods that Charlie had the pattern memorized
and took himself for walks while | ran to catch up. Needless to say, Champion
Christian Church had him confused. Lots of green space, sure, but the road was so
busy and there wasn’t a single sidewalk to be found. Forget taking himself for walks;
That Girl wouldn’t even let him down the driveway without his leash on. It was quite
the blow to his dignity.

But eventually, little by little, Charlie began to figure out a new pattern. If he runs
along the edge of the parking lot, it can feel like a sidewalk. And if he needed a few
off-leash zoomies, then the large green space is ideal. (Just don't head toward the
road. That Girl loses her ever-lovin’ mind when you do that.) And if you feel the need
to walk in a pattern, circumnavigating the building a couple times will do the trick.
It's a process, the exposure to new contexts and realities. It requires taking baby-
steps and surveying the land ahead.

As Charlie and | make this circle 2-3 times a day, | find myself stopping at various
points to offer up prayers. | pray for the kids that play on the playground and the
continued ministry of the Wonder Zone teachers. | stop in front of the sanctuary and
pray for wisdom and guidance. | pray for those coming through our doors for AA and
Boy Scouts. | pray for those on the prayer chain that day. | pray for our feeding
ministry and those we serve. Most of all, | pray for this congregation - for the
grieving that happens anytime a long-tenured minister retires, for the new ministries
yet to manifest, for your leaders and the weight of their responsibilities, and for the
anxiety and worry accompanying change of any sort. | pray for your discernment
process and | pray for the person that you will eventually call to lead you into the
future. | wonder what it is for which you pray. | wonder if you too might like to walk
and pray.
